▪ Set Up:  You are encouraged to set up on Sunday, August 2nd (8:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m.) and 
must be in place by 6:00 a.m. on Monday, August 3rd. Detailed move-in instructions will be 
emailed the week of July 27th. Outside exhibitors must be in place by 5:00 p.m. on 
Sunday, August 2nd. Participants arrive early on Monday morning, and the traffic and visits 
usually begin at 6:30 a.m. with this group of producers.  

▪ Fees: Your exhibitor’s booth fee ($1,100) includes registration for two (2) attendants ($600 
value) for all meals and educational activities. Additional attendant fees will be $300 each.  
A Beef Cattle Short Course badge will be issued and must be worn for participation in all 
activities and meals.
